STEP ONE:
• Turn off circuit power.
• Prepare j-box.

GENERAL NOTES:
 
• Ceramic and brass collars should be attached AFTER fixture is installed and connected.

STEP TWO: Prepare fixture for install.
• Remove delrin bushing from center hub on fixture.
• Remove nut from bottom end of down-rod.
• Thread down-rod into center hub.

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STEP THREE:
• With caution, slip canopy ring and canopy down fixture to rest on center fixture hub. 
• Attach back-strap and locking nut to top end of down-rod assembly.

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STEP FOUR:
• Connect fixture to j-box.
• Make wire connections. Grounding through the fixture is provided by the back-strap ground screw.

• Install ceramic with brass collars. There is a slightly oversized hole in the ceramic to allow for minor 
adjustments for leveling the bottom edges.  
• Install included bulbs and glass diffusers.

BE CAREFUL TO NOT OVER TIGHTEN BRASS COLLAR OR CERAMIC WILL CRACK.
